
MEDIA BACKGROUND 
PREMIER TO ANNOUNCE ALLOCATION OF 550 NEW CHILD CARE SPACES FOR 2007-08 

AT CONFEDERATION PARK CHILDCARE COOPERATIVE 
 
 
• Early Learning and Child Care (ELCC) continues to be a priority for the provincial 

government.  Saskatchewan’s commitment to Early Learning and Child Care is 
demonstrated through the $11.6M, 37% increase in the 2007-08 budget.  The budget 
provides $1.4M for new licensed child care spaces.  This will mean 550 new child 
care spaces, bringing the total new centre spaces opened in the last five years to 
nearly 2,000. 

 
• Licensed child care services provide Saskatchewan families with regulated safe and 

reliable non-parental child care, and the potential to provide quality early learning 
opportunities for children. 

 
• Saskatchewan Learning’s ELCC vision is to develop an integrated system that 

focuses on early childhood development and positive outcomes for children.  This 
system is built through strong partnerships with education and access to services for 
parents who choose to use them. 

 
 Expansion of Saskatchewan’s licensed child care system since 2003 has served to 

generate more community interest in the development of new child care centre 
spaces, such that space development priorities were developed in the spring of 2006. 

 
 The approval of new licensed child care spaces is determined by allocating the spaces 

based on corporate priorities of the province and the Department of Learning.    
 
 All priorities assume that spaces being allocated are primarily for children 0 to 6 

years of age.  Priorities reflect school-linked services, support for immigrant families, 
northern and rural development, non-standard hours of services and links to post-
secondary education.  

 
 Factors related to all priorities include the ability and readiness to develop and open 

spaces in the 2007-08 fiscal year as well as overall geographic equity.  
 
 The following 550 spaces have been approved for development with funding for 

2007-08:
